SPRINKLERS SAVE LIVES and the ENVIRONMENT

This year, Pennsylvania became the first state to enact a
mandate requiring the installation of fire sprinklers in
all new residential dwellings. The NFPA (National Fire
Protection Association) reported that each year nearly
3,000 people die in home fires in the United States. Fire
sprinklers are the ultimate fire fighting first responder.
They detect fires quickly and immediately begin to
extinguish them.

According to the FM Global Report, fire sprinklers
reduce fire damage by up to 97%. The Home Fire
Sprinkler Coalition reported that fire sprinklers also
reduce water damage. On average, it takes 8.5 times
more water to put out a fire with a hose as opposed to
fire sprinklers.

Fire sprinklers save lives, reduce fire damage and water damage and they also
save the environment. According to the FM Global Report, "greenhouse gases
released by burning buildings can be reduced by 98% when automatic fire
sprinklers are installed". Fire sprinklers also protect the environment by
reducing the amount of resulting water pollution.
